• Interlan Association is a not for profit organisation of Internet Service 
Providers in Romania founded in 2005, currently having 45 members

• Members of the Association are Romanian ISPs only

• InterLAN-IX maintenance and development is managed by the
Association, along with other services intended to support the activity
of its members

• The name InterLAN comes from “Interconnecting Local Area
Networks”

• InterLAN-IX uses IXP Manager, a management system for Internet 
Exchanges

• Includes administration and customer portal

• Provides end to end provisioning

• Allows IXPs to manage new customers, provision new connections 
and services and monitor traffic usage.

• Released by INEX under an open source license

• 218 IXPs worldwide are using IXP Manager as of September 2023
